RIGGINS CITY COUNCIL

August 12, 2020 – 6:30 p.m.
Riggins City Hall
The regular meeting of the Riggins City Council was called to order by Mayor Glenna McClure.  Councilors present – Sampson, Wilson and Clay.  Councilor Akins was absent.
GUESTS:  Jordan Zwygart, Phil Boyd
STAFF:  Dan Wash, Cody Killmar

JULY MINUTES:  Council members were individually polled and all confirmed they had read the July meeting minutes.  Motion was made by Wilson to approve the July meeting minutes as presented; motion was seconded by Sampson.  Voting yea, Wilson, Clay and Sampson.  No nays; motion carried.
FINANCIAL STATEMENT and BILLS FOR PAYMENT:  The financial statement was read detailing $2,260.61 paid after the June meeting bringing the total June disbursements to $51,390.57.  Bills in the amount of $36,979.88 were then presented for payment.  Reviewed the invoice for Ferguson Enterprises; $3,950 for a Salsnes Water Heater; since this is an equipment purchase, funds will be paid through Resort Tax.  Motion was made by Wilson to approve the financial statement and allow the bills for payment, including the Ferguson invoice; seconded by Sampson.  Voting yea,  Wilson, Sampson, and Clay.  No nays; motion carried.  A copy of the financial report is attached and hereby made a part of this record.
ACTIVE911, INC. INVOICE:  Clerk requested that Cody Killmar explain the Active911 system for the Council.  Killmar stated this project has been a year in the making. Idaho County spent $9,000 on this system for emergency personnel.  Riggins EMS annual cost came to $195 for 13 users.  This emergency communication software program can process 911 alerts to our EMS crew on their phones; provides a backup for dispatch.  In the event there is a power outage, this allows responders to be contacted and communicate when dispatch is unable to.

AUDIT – FISCAL YEAR 2018-2019:  Jordan Zwygart with Zwygart John & Associates CPAs, presented the FY18-19 Audit Report to the Council.  After review, motion was made by Wilson to accept the FY18-19 Audit as presented; motion was seconded by Clay.  Voting yea, Clay, Sampson and Wilson.  No nays; motion carried.
BOAT RAMP PROJECT: Phil Boyd with Welch-Comer Engineers, who assisted with technical information on the Idaho Parks and Recreation grant, presented information for the Council’s review on Engineer Selection; Right of Way and Permitting; Design, Bidding and Construction Phases with tentative timelines.  Boyd also shared information on the Qualification Based Selection Council and their guide for municipalities needing to select professional services for such a project.  Boyd indicated that some permits may take over a year to obtain; as a result those costs have been included in Phase 1 in order to have in hand for future phases of the project.  Discussed ideas for Phase 2 work on the boat ramp; need to schedule construction when water level is conducive; permitting will be required for this phase.  Priority for Phase 1 is topographic survey of the entire area for use in future phases.  Next step: put out a RFQ (Request for Qualifications) for an Engineer; this will allow the City to find the most qualified engineer for the project in keeping with Idaho Code 67-2320.  The Council thanked Boyd for assisting in the grant application, and the professional insight into the project.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
EMS – Cody Killmar reported that only two people completed the training and got their certification out of the 8-10 that started the training.  Fred Taylor and Elly Elder are now certified EMT’s for Riggins.  There are two other individuals who are scheduled to test, but have yet to complete the program.  Equipment needed in order to train personnel on advance services should come in soon.  Also, decision on the grant for a new ambulance should be out September 1st.  
PUBLIC WORKS – Dan Wash, PW Director, reported:
· Salsnes – issue with hot water heater that turned out to be insufficient.  Propane boiler is in the works; New Age Plumbing is working on getting this configured outside of the building.

· Water Meters are being replaced.

· Hells Canyon NRA – working with supervisor on high water use concern.

· Drying Beds – have removed the metal roof over the drying beds; working well now.  Discussed the need to replace the roof with greenhouse type roof panels in the future.

· Flows are up – around 70,000.

· SCADA – control panel was repaired but still problematic; Dan will continue to research.

· SCAT – Dan does not have a key to the lock on the SCAT.  Reported he has not seen any negative effects on the plant.  He has noticed the SCAT has been down occasionally.

· Payroll Checks – there was an issue with payroll checks needing a second signature and therefore not being ready to pickup.  Mayor McClure stated the City will continue to pay monthly.  In regards to requiring a second signature, this is a best practice for security reasons, but is not a requirement.  Per Idaho Code, payroll checks may be authorized by the Mayor in absence of a second signature.  Therefore, the Clerk will obtain the Mayor’s authorization to disburse payroll checks with the City Clerk’s signature in the future.
· Alternate Day Watering – went into effect August 1st.  Dan indicated the irrigation ditch is flowing well and does not require alternate use at this time.  Clerk will amend notice.

PAYROLL DIRECT DEPOSIT:  Discussed the issue of setting up payroll checks with direct deposit.  Clerk indicated Black Mountain Software staff had attempted to get this setup with Pine Tree Community Credit Union but were unsuccessful.  Clerk was directed to check with other cities who use Black Mountain Software about issues they may have experienced with Direct Deposit of Payroll.  If it’s not possible for PTCCU to process direct deposit, may need to look into setting up an account with another bank capable of this.

LIBRARY – no report

FIRE – no report
[Jason Wereley joined the meeting]

SCAT BILLING PROPOSAL:  Councilor Sampson reviewed his proposal to bill the Forest Service for water and sewer service for the SCAT.  Based on Jeff Shinn’s estimated usage and the City’s current fee structure, the average monthly bill would be $545.  Noted that the increased flow at the plant could be due to the SCAT operation.  Wilson suggested the first year billing could be setup on a temporary basis until we have data to determine future billing.  Discussed the need to pump solids out of the tank on a regular basis.  Water billing = Large Commercial.  Clerk was directed to check with Jeff Shinn at Slate Creek Forest Service on billing frequency (annual, seasonal, monthly).  Also discussed executing a contract with the Forest Service to assure City’s infrastructure is protected.  Clerk will also request Shinn attend the September City Council meeting to move towards finalization of agreement.
SEWER BOND – ADDITIONAL PRINCIPAL PAYMENT:  Clerk requested approval to make the additional principal payment on the Sewer General Obligation Bond per budgeted amount of $31,503.  Motion was made by Sampson to approve the additional Sewer Bond payment of $31,503 out of Resort Tax funds; motion was seconded by Wilson.  Voting yea, Clay, Wilson and Sampson.  No nays; motion carried.

FY20-21 BUDGET PROPOSAL:  Council reviewed the proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2020-2021.  After discussion, motion was made by Wilson to tentatively approve the proposed budget as presented, and to publish a Notice of Public Hearing for August 27th at 5:30 p.m.; motion seconded by Clay.  Voting yea, Clay, Wilson and Sampson.  No nays; motion carried.

CLERK REPORT:
· Tom Anderson, Salmon River Motel, complained about the condition of the dumpsters by the rodeo grounds.  Numerous items are being left outside the fence, and garbage is being dumped on the ground next to the dumpsters.  Anderson suggested setting up game cameras to identify who is doing this.  Anderson indicated the County and Simmons Sanitation are not willing to address the issue.  After discussion, the Council agreed that this dumpster is not inside City limits.
· W/S Task Force – Greg Daniels (628-3685) is interested in participating on the task force.

· Concerned citizen contacted Clerk about guys shooting bows at City Park.  After discussion, we don’t have a specific ordinance addressing this, but public safety is a concern and shooting bows is not allowed.
There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
